Voting on the proposed slate will 

be held during the May 2017 meeting. 

 

Editor’s Note:  This information being presented is very important to the continuation of the Guild as a 

functioning entity.  Please read carefully. 

 The Guild’s By-Laws, Standing Rules, and Policies and Procedures state that (1) that the elected officers 

are:  President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer and with the exception of the President, each of 

the offices may be occupied by two members. 

The Executive Committee consists of the elected officers and the Parliamentarian.  Three members of 

the Executive Committee constitute a quorum. 

The Board of Directors consists of the elected officers, the immediate Past President, the 

Parliamentarian, and the following Standing Committee Chairs:  Membership, Newsletter, Outreach, 

Historian, Ways and Means, Workshop, and Quilt Show Chairman.  Also, no member may chair more 

than one Standing Committee at a time. 

The Board is required to meet a minimum of three times during each fiscal year.  Seven members of the 

Board constitute a quorum, that is, the number needed to conduct any Guild business. 

Based on the information presented in the April minutes and the above Slate of Officers, unless 

members volunteer to fill the open positions, the Guild will not be able to conduct any business. 

The Executive Committee will have 3 members if no one volunteers to be Vice President – the minimum 

required for the Executive Committee to function.  The Board of Directors will have 6 members 

(President, Secretary, Treasurer, Newsletter Editor, Historian, and Workshop Chairman) therefore not 

having enough members to constitute a quorum and to conduct business.  Note:  The Parliamentarian  

nor the immediate Past President are not counted in the quorum nor do they have voting privileges. 

In case you’re wondering – Outreach plans all educational and community service activities (think our 

various comfort/charity quilt projects).  Ways and Means plans all revenue generating activities (think 

fabric raffle, newsletter raffle, optional block).  So if you’re already volunteering to fill one of these two  
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positions, you could let the President know that you would be willing to be the Committee Chair under 

which your activity falls.
